Recommendation: a high luminosity Electron-Ion Collider (EIC) facility is the highest priority of the QCD community for new construction after the JLab 12 GeV and the RHIC II luminosity upgrades. EIC will address compelling physics questions essential for understanding the fundamental structure of matter:
· Precision mapping of the sea-quark and gluon landscape in a nucleon to clarify its spin and flavor structure;
· Definitive study of the universal nature of strong gluon fields manifest in nuclei.
This goal requires that R&D resources be allocated for expeditious development of collider and detector design.
